And it all beganX..

Many years ago Columbus Garden Club made floral arrangments to decorate the Brandon
House and other homes shown by the Magnolia Homes TourX.In 1975 and 1983, The Club
held flower shows at the Brandon House. And it was in 1979 that The Club first decorated the
Brandon House for the Magnolia Homes TourQ Christmas Open House and continued for 30



years until 2009 when The Club decorated the Dilue Rose-Harris House and has been

decorating it for the Christmas Open House and childrenQ tour ever since.
